It will provide you with 
information on where to recycle items such 
as: electronic and universal waste, household 
hazardous waste, tires, appliances, plastics, 
Styrofoam packing peanuts, construction material, 
yard waste, scrap metal, and bath fixtures.  
By recycling and reusing these items you 

help save landfill space and conserve 
natural resources. 

Traditional recycled items such as 
newspaper or mixed-paper, cardboard, 
glass bottles and jars, #1 and #2 plastic 
containers, plastic beverage bottles # 
1-7, and aluminum cans 
are collected and recycled 
through your residential 
or multi-family collection 
programs.  For information

What Is E-Waste?
E-waste refers to electronic products nearing the 
end of their “useful life.” Computers, televisions, 
monitors, VCRs, stereos, copiers, cell phones and 
fax machines are common electronic products. 
Most electronic products contain materials that 
render them hazardous, depending on their 
condition and density. For instance, California law 
currently views nonfunctioning CRTs (cathode 
ray tubes) from televisions and monitors as 
hazardous. More information can be found at the 
California Integrated Waste Management Board at 
www.ciwmb.ca.gov/electronics/.

What is Universal Waste?
The California Department of Toxic Substance Control 
defines one category of hazardous waste as “Universal
Waste”.  This category includes many items such as
 fluorescent lamps, cathode ray tubes, instruments that 
contain mercury, batteries, and others. Not all universal 
wastes are subject to the same regulations or disposal 
requirements. In general, universal waste may not be 
discarded in solid waste landfills. More information can 
be found at 
www.epa.gov/epaoswer/hazwaste/id/univwast.htm.
